1890 Weaver transfers from Gate City to Big Stone Gap
1892 Weaver is back as a merchant in North Creek

1893 Weaver working for William Baker in North Creek
1893 Weaver becomes agent at Lake Placid station
€.1907-c.1917 Weaver is Lake Placid Village Clerk

1927 Weaver dies in Lake Placid

W. B. Burnham
1886 mentioned as the new agent in December; former
freight agent at Saratoga Springs station

G. B. Sheldon
1889 listed as agent

1890-1913 Walter T. Campbell (1862-1940)

1890 Campbell starts as agent (possibly 1892)
1910 paid $65 per month as agent

1913 last agent listing found for North Creek
1920 Freight agent in Cohoes

1930 Freight agent in Cohoes

1940 Ticket agent; died July 11th

1919-1930 John L. Brown (1873-1930)

1900 telegraph operator at North Creek

1910 same

1919 earliest listing found as agent

1920 two sons Lloyd & George are helpers

1930 agent, lives on Tannery St., died December 13th,
said to have been agent for 15 years (1915)

1931-c.1951 James M. Parkis (1893-1977)

1930 working as telegrapher in Cohoes
1931 Station Agent in North Creek, started January 6th
1951 last mention found as agent

1916-1944 William F. Lindsey (1884-1945)

1916 starts as Freight Agent in North Creek

1920 freight agent living on Tannery St. near Brown
1940 Express agent, widowed, Circle Ave.

1944 retires in October after 28 years

1934-1942 Lewis M. Holland (Mack) (1891-1942)

1914-c.1923 station agent at The Glen




c.1924-1941 works at North Creek station at various times
1934 transferred as station agent at Fort Ann to North
Creek in July

1942 dies suddenly; 8 years as agent in North Creek

1952-1965 unknown

1965-1983 Robert Gonyea (1930-2005)
1965 Gonyea starts as station agent
1983 Gonyea ends when the station is closed
